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 Professor Ogunsola is a Consultant Clinical Microbiologist and Infection Control Committee Chair at the Lagos University Teaching Hospital in Lagos. As a medical doctor, her interest in Microbiology has been to understand the microbes and their interaction with the human body so as to be better able to develop strategies to prevent and treat infectious diseases. She has a particular interest in the promotion of the principles of infection control in the community as a strategy for reducing infectious diseases. Her other areas of interest include the prevention of antibiotic resistance through rational antibiotic use. This interest in prevention has also led her into the field of HIV where her particular contributions have been in the area of prevention and treatment of sexually transmitted Infections and the prevention and treatment of HIV among the very poor.

She was appointed Lecturer 1 in 1995 and became a full professor in 2008. In that period she trained and supervised many medical students, Resident doctors, Masters and PhD students. She has served in various capacities in the University and the Lagos University Teaching Hospital and is currently the head of Department of Medical Microbiology and Chair of the Infection control committee. She has served as consultant on infection control to various organizations as well as the World Health Organisation. She is a member of the board of Infection Prevention and Control African Network and at home is the secretary of the Nigerian Infection Control Association. She is also a a member of the Nigerian Medical Association, American Society for Microbiologists, Nigerian Venereal Disease association, Association of Pathologists of Nigeria and the Medical and Dental Consultants of Nigeria.
She has presented over 60 articles at conferences and published over 50 papers in local and International conferences. In her spare time she likes to read motivational books and autobiographies. She also sings and is a member of the church choir. She is married with children.
